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R E G U L A T I O N S

ON THE MUSEUM OF HISTORY 

OF PARLIAMENTARIANISM IN RUSSIA 

I. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. The Museum of History of Parliamentarianism in Russia (further referred as “Museum”) is a structural branch of the Secretariat of the Council of the Interparliamentary Assembly of Member Nations of the Commonwealth of Independent States (further referred as “IPA CIS”) created under the initiative of the parliamentary group of the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation in the IPA CIS in accordance with the item 10 of the Convention on the Interparliamentary Assembly of Member Nations of the Commonwealth of Independent States and on the basis of the Resolution of the Council of the Interparliamentary Assembly of Member Nations of the Commonwealth of Independent States (further referred as “IPA CIS Council”) No. 32 of 17 November 2005 “On events dedicated to the centenary of the establishment of the State Duma in Russia” and No. 19 of 27 April 2006 “On financing the work of the Interparliamentary Assembly of the CIS Member Nations” with the objective to study, systematize and analyze the factual material on democracy development and parliamentarianism in Russia and other Commonwealth countries, preservation of its historical heritage for the forthcoming generations of the Commonwealth countries.

2. The Museum is located in the Tavricheskiy Palace – the building that used to be a sitting place for the first Russian parliament and is now delivered to the IPA CIS Council Secretariat for its operational administration.

3. In its activity the Institute follows the Convention on the Interparliamentary Assembly of Member Nations of the Commonwealth of Independent States of 26 May 1995, the Agreement on the Interparliamentary Assembly of Member Nations of the Commonwealth of Independent States of 27 March 1992, the Decree of the President of the Russian Federation of 9 December 1992 No. 784-рп, the Agreement between the Interparliamentary Assembly of Member Nations of the Commonwealth of Independent States and the Government of the Russian Federation on Terms of Residence of the Interparliamentary Assembly on the Territory of the Russian Federation of 28 August 1997, the Federal Law of the Russian Federation “On the Museum Fund of the Russian Federation and Museums in the Russian Federation” of 26 May 1996 No. 54-ФЗ, the Federal Law of the Russian Federation of 29 December 1994 No. 78-ФЗ “On librarianship”, as well as other normative legal acts regulating the work of the IPA CIS, organization of the museum work in the Russian Federation, the present Regulations, resolutions of the IPA CIS and the IPA CIS Council.

4. The museum funds created in the process of work of the Museum are to be registered in accordance with the Federal Law of the Russian Federation “On the Museum Fund of the Russian Federation and Museums in the Russian Federation” and the Regulations on the Museum Fund of the Russian Federation. The Museum exhibits and collections included to the public part of the museum fund of the Russian Federation and other countries that gave them remain their property and are fixed at the IPA CIS in accordance with the Article 3 of the Agreement between the Interparliamentary Assembly of Member Nations of the Commonwealth of Independent States and the Government of the Russian Federation on Terms of Residence of the Interparliamentary Assembly on the Territory of the Russian Federation of 28 August 1997.

5. A Tutorial and Scientific-Methodical Councils attached to the Museum are to be established. The Tutorial Council consists of prominent political and social figures, and the Scientific-Methodical Council – of the historians, lawyers, representatives of the parliaments’ secretariats, specialists of librarianship and museum work. 

II. ASPECTS OF ACTIVITY, OBJECTIVES AND FUNCTIONS 

OF THE MUSEUM

6. In order to fulfill the objectives mentioned in the item 1 of the present Regulations the Museum undertakes analytical, methodical, educational and scientific-consultative and librarian activity.

7. The maim objectives of the Museum are:

forming of the museum fund and creation of optimal conditions for its further broad public use (preservation, study, presentation);

creation of the museum exposition;

organization of the scientific-research activity on analyzing parliamentarianism development in Russia and other CIS member states;

conduction of educational work with the use of new museum technologies;

strengthening of relations with the profile museums, archives, scientific-research institutions and other organizations in Russia and other CIS member states; 

organization of work of the memorial library of the Tavricheskiy Palace.
8. In order to fulfill the objectives mentioned in the item 7 of the present Regulations the Museum commits the following functions:
creation of the museum and library funds in accordance with the scientific conception of acquisition through purchase, gifts, delivery of the museum exhibits from other museums, libraries, delivery of the exhibits of museum importance from the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation, parliaments of the CIS countries, the Interparliamentary Assembly of the CIS Member Nations and other organizations; 

registration of the museum and library funds and organization of their preservation and use; 

conduction of the scientific-research work (it elaborates the development conception of the Museum, undertakes profile researches in the museum science); 

creation of the museum expositions; 

organization and conduction of exhibitions, seminars, roundtables on issues of work of the Museum;

preparation of methodical appliances, reference books on issues of history of parliamentarianism, excursion routs, organization and conduction of excursions.

III. THE MUSEUM DIRECTORATE 

9. Organization of work of the Museum is done by the Directorate which is a structural branch of the Secretariat of the IPA CIS Council on terms of the Department of Analysis of History of Parliamentarianism of Russia and the CIS countries and commits functions to provide the work of the Museum and the Memorial Library of the Tavricheskiy Palace. 

10. The Institute is headed by the Director – Head of the Department of Analysis of History of Parliamentarianism of Russia and the CIS countries. The Director of the Museum is subordinate directly to the Secretary General – Head of the IPA CIS Council Secretariate. The work of the Memorial Library of the Tavricheskiy Palace is headed by the Deputy Director of the Museum – Head of the Department of Analysis of History of Parliamentarianism of Russia and CIS countries.

11. The structure and staff of the Institute are approved by the Secretary General of the IPA CIS Council upon coordination with the Chairman of the IPA CIS Council in the framework of the number of personnel of the IPA CIS Council Secretariat approved by the IPA CIS Council.

IV. THE MUSEUM FINANCING
12. The Museum financing for creation of exposition, preservation and use of the museum and library funds, paying the Museum staff is covered from the participation fee of the Russian Federation to the IPA CIS for the organization of work of the Museum and in accordance with the Article 210 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation.
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
